The meeting was called to order by Mayor Pope at 6:30 p.m.
MAYOR’S NOTES
Mayor Pope and Mr. Neilsen congratulated each other on a gentlemanly race for Mayor.

Mayor Pope explained that the Council and City Manager were wearing shirts in honor of the Stevens High School football team and their trip to the championship game in Hanover this Saturday.  This is Stevens’ first championship game since 1968.  The t-shirts are courtesy of Embroidery Creations Screenprinting.  He thanked them as well as Ms. Bopp and Scott Fitzgerald, Athletic Director, who worked to get the shirts.
Mayor Pope thanked Richard Kimball and Stan LaCroix, Parks and Recreation; they keep the parks in great shape.

Mayor Pope said the Farmers Market was a great success this year.  He thanked Kathy Connair, Marilyn Nagy, Liza Draper, Bruce Preston and Susan Sadonsky for their work.
Mayor Pope said Governor Lynch visited Claremont on November 7th and fulfilled a promise he gave to the City to bring Granite State College to our community.  It will be located at 27 -29 Pleasant Street.

Mr. Santagate said it is about a promise made and a promise kept by Governor Lynch and has been a goal for the City since shortly after Mr. Santagate’s arrival in 2001.  The school will bring approximately 150 students into the downtown.  He sees it as a first step toward bringing a Bachelor of Science program and then eventually a Masters program to the western part of the state.  It will bring culture, customers, education and life to the downtown.

Mayor Pope thanked Judy Moriarty for a painting she made in honor of two dear friends of his.

Planning Board is a Mayoral appointment.  Mayor Pope appointed Lori Richardson to seat #8A, expiring 3/31/07, on the Planning Board.
Mayor Pope read the vacant board positions.
CITIZEN’S FORUM

Jacqueline Elliott, Ward 1, asked what the Recycling Committee is.  She congratulated the Councilors on their elections/re-elections.  She thanked the Council for taking a firm stand on the solid waste issues.  She reminded everyone that there will be Joint Meeting of the NH/VT Solid Waste Project at 6 p.m. at the Sugar River Valley Regional Technical Center.  On the agenda will be property issues.  She encouraged the Council to keep acting on behalf of the community.  

Judith Moriarty, Ward 1, congratulated the Council on their elections/re-elections.  She told Mr. Neilsen that it was a really hard choice between Mr. Neilsen and Mayor Pope.  She appreciates Mr. Neilsen for his financial acumen.  She voted for Mayor Pope because of his availability.  She’s glad Mr. Austin is back, because he knows the heart of the people.  

Ben Gilman, Ward 3, thanked the Council for actions taken to attempt to secure the Grissom Lane property and to encourage the Council to continue to seek solutions in the event we are not able to purchase the land.  

NEW BUSINESS


Ordinance #466 Amend Section 19-122 Stop Streets – First Reading
Ms. Taylor said this was brought out when we had several meetings involving the stop sign and traffic issues at the intersection of Myrtle and Pleasant Streets.  After looking at the Code and talking with attorneys at the Local Government Center in Concord, she determined that there is no reason why a stop sign has to be adopted via an Ordinance.  The statutory authority says that the legislative body, the Council, can hold a public hearing and by a majority vote make a determination.  With the enactment of this ordinance, the same process will be in affect for both stop signs and traffic signals.  The Council will, upon recommendation of the Traffic Committee, have the authority to determine where stop signs will go.
A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to adopt Ordinance #466 Amend Section 19-122 Stop Streets on first reading.

Roll Call Vote:  Motion carried 8-0.

Shugah Valley Snow Riders Right-of-Way Snowmobile Use Permission

Ms. Taylor said the next two items are motions (authority giving).  We have previously brought before the Council requests to authorize the City Manager or his designee to give either the Snowmobile Club or the Sullivan County ATV Club permission to use and travel across City property and Class 6 roads.  There is an extensive trail system out there.  In order to have the protection of both the enforcement capabilities as well as the state-carried liability insurance for property owners, we enter into these agreements with the clubs regarding permission to use City property.  This is only for crossing city-owned land and being on Class VI roads.  It does not cover permission for any kind of trail that exists on privately owned property.  For those properties, the clubs need to deal directly with the owners.  Attached to the two motions are lists of the streets and/or city-owned land where the permissions are being granted.  Previously there were no time limits on these permissions and then there was a 5 year limit.  Because situations change, we decided we would be better served if we granted this permission on an annual basis.  Ms. Taylor noted that this helps under the OHRV (Off Highway Recreational Vehicle) Ordinance with enforcement issues.  One of the issues over the last several months that has become critical because of the flooding has been erosion due to illegal crossing of rivers and streams.  

Mr. Prozzo asked for a clarification of snowmobiles and OHRVs.  Ms. Taylor said the state’s definition of OHRV encompasses snowmobiles, ATVs (all terrain vehicles) and 4-wheelers, but the way the permissions are set up through the Bureau of Trails, they are different permissions.  

A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to authorize the city manager, or his designees, to take such actions as may be necessary to issue a written Right-of-Way Snowmobile Use Permission, pursuant to RSA 215-A:15 to Shugah Valley Snow Riders, Inc. for a period of one year.  This permission is for use of designated City-owned land and Class VI highways, which list is to be included with the Use Permission Form and is subject to all City and state rules and regulations pertaining to use of snowmobiles on public property.
Richard Bugbee, Trail Administrator for the Shugah Valley Snow Riders, said there are 65 miles of trails in Claremont.  Most would be closed if they were not able to go across city property.  They appreciate the right to use it.
Motion carried 8-0.

Sullivan County ATV Club Right-of-Way Wheeled Vehicle Use Permission

Ms. Taylor said this motion is before the Council for the same reasons as was explained earlier.  The Sullivan County license expired November 9th.   Rather than break the continuity, it’s important to renew it and enact a new permission. 
A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Ms. Bopp to authorize the city manager, or his designees to take such actions as may be necessary to issue a written Permission for Wheeled Vehicle Access, pursuant to RSA 215-A:15 to the Sullivan County ATV Club for a period of one year.  This permission is for use of designated City-owned land and Class VI highways, which list is to be included with the Permission Form and is subject to all City and state rules and regulations pertaining to use of off highway recreational vehicles on public property.
Dianne Raymond, Ward 1, Trail Administrator for the Sullivan County ATV Club, said they are currently remapping all the trails that will go with this permission.  They are working with the snowmobile club to get their trails included.  She emphasized that none of the city parks in town have trails through them.  In Veterans Park, there is a very short trail to get to the next property, but it is not on any green part, it’s in the woods.  They do not go into any of the parks.  They appreciate the support of the Council.  Ms. Taylor noted that the use through Veterans Park is subject to the approval of the Director of Parks and Recreation.
Ms. Cutts said there is an ATV trail near the middle school and people are concerned about walking on the trails.  Older people don’t feel safe on the trails.  She asked if the trails are for walking also.  Ms. Taylor said one of the charges of the Conservation Commission was to work with the various user groups (walkers, ATV and snowmobile) to figure out a solution to that problem.  Ms. Raymond said the police department received a grant from Fish and game for law enforcement patrols on the trails.  She said Bill Wilmot has checked over 800 machines for license and registration and have slowed people down.  She believes there will be another four patrols out before December 1st.

Mr. Neilsen asked if the trail system is broken into trails for ATVs and trails for snowmobiles.  Ms. Raymond said when they accept federal funding, the trails have to be multi-use.  Some privately owned trails are designated for snowmobiles or ATV use only.  Mr. Neilsen asked if the city trails are dual use.  Ms. Taylor said yes.
Mayor Pope asked if there is a certain season to operate ATVs.  Ms. Raymond said with the new tracks on the vehicles, they are considered snow traveling vehicles.  March to June the trails are closed for mud season.
Motion carried 8-0.
Since Citizen Forum closed earlier than expected, Mayor Pope allowed Susan Doody, Ward 2, to speak outside of Citizen Forum.  She congratulated Councilors for their elections/re-elections.  She said solid waste issues are important.  It is important for Claremont to control our own destiny.  She said citizens want change.  She is looking for responsible waste management practices that don’t include “toxifying” our air and water.  She is looking for a healthy, vibrant community.  Citizens Leading for Environmental Action and Responsibility (CLEAR) represent considerable community interest in the issue of waste management.  They would like to see Claremont own and control the Grissom Lane property.  She applauds Mr. Santagate and the Council for considering the eminent domain proceedings, if needed.  CLEAR doesn’t want Wheelabrator to have ownership of that property because it would mean more expansion and be a detriment to our community.  She asked the Council to put the solid waste issue on the agenda for public discussion in the near future.

BUDGET


Budget Overview
Mr. Santagate gave an overview of the 2006 municipal budget.  We have set a goal to keep the tax rate increase within 3% each year.  We have achieved that goal and have had a balanced budget over the last four years.  A 3% tax raise in new income is under $300,000 in new dollars for this year which is not a lot of money.  This year heating fuel, gas and diesel, electricity, the City’s portion of employee retirement and health insurance have all increased amounting to $462,593 over which we have no control.  In 2006, the tax rate will increase 3 % or 42 cents from $13.97 to $14.39.  The total budget for this year is $14,592,455.  Of that amount, approximately $2.5 million will go to debt service.  A big portion of that $2.5 million is for Capital and Lease items.  Money for road work has increased from $200,000 in 2001 to almost $700,000 this year.      


Analysis of Employees from 2001-2005

Mr. Santagate gave an update on the number of employees (full-and part-time) by department from 2001 to 2005.  In 2001, the City laid off 21 full- and part-time individuals and still remained a full service city.  That was equal to about 18 full-time people.  Since 2001, we have added 6 individuals to the city staff.  We will continue to add to the staff when we can afford to do it, because we need the help. 
Mr. Neilsen stated it would be nice to know, of the taxes, what part is the city’s portion versus the school’s portion.  Mr. Santagate said of every dollar that comes into the city, the city keeps 33 cents.  The other 67 cents goes to the school, county, state, and state education.

Assessing

Mr. Santagate said the Assessing budget for 2005 was $255,838 and we are proposing $266,209 for 2006 which is an increase of $10,371 or 4%.  Regular Pay is increasing $9,281 because we are going from a part-time to full-time person in the department.  

Mr. Santagate said we are required by state law to keep properties at market value.  The most well known way to determine that is through sales.  Sales always lag by about 12 months.  We are required by state law to continue to bring those ratios within 90% of the 100%.  We will take steps to bring the City in line with state requirements.  

Mayor Pope asked about the Re-evaluation line item for $500.  David McMullen, City Assessor, said it was for notifications and the most efficient way was by direct mail.  Mayor Pope questioned the Vehicle Maintenance Repair line item for $1,000.  Mr. McMullen explained that last year he and his staff had been using their own vehicles and were getting a mileage reimbursement.  Now they have a retired police vehicle.

Mr. Prozzo questioned the Consulting Service line item.  Mr. McMullen said it covers a contract forester who assists with timber harvest and experts that may have to be called in for special purpose properties.
Mr. Temple stated Claremont was forced, by the state, into a re-evaluation a few years ago and he asked how many communities in New Hampshire are in compliance.  Mr. McMullen said there is high compliance.
A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to tentatively approve the Assessing budget of $266,209.
Motion carried 8-0.

Library

Mr. Santagate said the total Library budget in 2005 was $396,432 and in 2006; the proposed budget is $413,971 which is an increase of $17,539 or 4%.  The increase is made up of a $7,057 increase in the Regular Pay line item.  Health Insurance is up about $2,000.  Fuel Oil has been increased by about $3,500 and Books have been increased by $500.
Ms. Bopp questioned the $1,000 Technology and Internet line item.  Mike Grace, Library Director said it was to upgrade computers for internet access.

Mayor Pope asked about the $2,000 for Furniture and Equipment.  Mr. Grace said it was to upgrade seating for the reading room and a desk for his office.
A motion was made by Mr. Austin and seconded by Mr. Irish to tentatively approve the Library Budget of $413,971.
Motion carried 8-0.

Fire

Mr. Santagate said the total in 2005, with a one time $225,000 payment from reserve for a truck, was $1,904,000.  Without the truck payment, the original basis was $1,679,720 and the proposed 2006 budget is $1,752,468 for an increase of $72,740.  Some items that contribute to the increase are $14,210 increase in the Regular Pay line item, $8,800 increase in Retirement, Health Insurance is up by under $40,000, Fuel Oil is up almost $9,000, Gas is up $3,500 and Diesel Fuel is up $4,600.  Rents and Leases are up $24,000.  Ms. Walter said that is adding 1 full-time person starting in July 2006.  

Mr. Santagate said they have budgeted a half of a person for the 2006 budget.  Fire Chief Peter Chase feels that more people are needed.  Chief Chase reminded the Council that of the net 11 that were not replaced after the layoffs, 4 of them were from the Fire Department.  The Fire Department staffing has remained constant since the lay offs.  There is no consulting line in the Fire Department budget.  Emergency service is a 24-hour operation and it is labor intensive.  The call volume is up approximately 5%.  Approximately 40% of the annual 730 shifts are staffed at 3 people, due to vacation, training, sickness or other approved leave.  OSHA, NFPA and EPA say that 4 firefighters are required on the scene of any emergency environment that is IDLH (immediately dangerous to life and health).  The risk has been significantly increased since the layoffs.  The statistics show that a 4-person company is 65% effective and a 3-person crew is 38% effective.  He feels there is a critical need for 2 firefighters next year, but he is asking the Council for at least 1 full person for next year instead of only a half.  He said fuel cost issues are beyond his control.  The staffing issue is critical.

Mr. Irish asked what it would cost to start a person in January.  Ms. Walter said $30,893 to add a half of person in January.  Ms. Bopp wants to see us add 2 people.  She agrees with Chief Chase that this is a safety issue.  Mr. Austin agrees with the other Councilors.  He said because of the cost of fuel, more people will burn wood which creates more hazards.  He thinks we should find the money to put a person on in January.  Ms. Walter said that would add 5 cents to the tax rate.

Mr. Prozzo asked Chief Chase what adding a person in January would do to the overtime budget.  Chief Chase said it would be reduced by $5,000.  Mr. Prozzo said with that reduction, a new person in January would cost the City $26,000.  Mr. Prozzo suggested that with a lot of new people, the Longevity line item would be less and Chief Chase agreed.  
Mr. Neilsen asked if money in the fire apparatus replacement plan could be allocated to personnel.  Chief Chase said that fund is slightly underfunded.  
Mayor Pope asked about the Street Lighting – Traffic Signals line item.  Chief Chase said the repairs will increase because we have added 2 additional signals and the new signals are high technology which is more expensive to repair.  Occasionally they will have to bring in a technician for repair.  Mayor Pope said an additional firefighter is a good idea due to the construction around the mills.
Mr. Irish asked what it would cost to add 2 firefighters in January.  Ms. Walter said it would be $56,507 with a 9 cent increase in the tax rate.    

Ms. Cutts echoed the other Councilors.  She said the risk for the Fire Department will be going up, not down.  Mr. Irish thinks the time is right to bring some people back.
A motion was made by Mr. Irish and seconded by Ms. Bopp to tentatively add two FTE and approve the Fire Department’s budget of $1,809,007.
Mr. Temple cautioned that we are just beginning.  There will be other budgets coming in.  From his perspective, the risk may be incremental, because as buildings are renovated, they will be brought to current safety codes.    
Ms. Cutts said she doesn’t agree with leaving it the way it is.  

Mr. Irish believes this goes beyond the tax rate.  He said we’ve been lucky and had no catastrophe, yet.  Mr. Santagate clarified that things like the Track are a one time expense, but personnel are built into the base.  As the tax starts to increase on new growth, that gives you income outside of the 3 percent needed to keep up with expenses.  That is what is needed for new people.  

Mr. Prozzo thanked Mr. Temple for his wisdom.  He doesn’t think that a half a person is enough, but he doesn’t think we should go to 2 firefighters.  
Mr. Temple reminded everyone that one-half means a full-time firefighter will come on in July.  Ms. Bopp said the department hasn’t seen growth in 4 years and that is an issue.  Whenever they go on call, someone could get hurt.  She thinks 2 employees are not unreasonable to ask for.  She could see going with 1 full-time employee in January.  She said wood burning could be a safety issue.  She asked what the impact would be by adding 1 employee in January with the second starting in the middle of the year.  Ms. Walter said it would be $1,521,191 for salary and wages and the total bottom line would be $1,797,770 for one person starting in January and a second starting in July.  That would add 8 cents onto the tax rate.
A motion was made by Mr. Austin and seconded by Mr. Neilsen to move the question.  

Roll Call Vote to Move the Question:  Motion failed 4-4 with Mr. Prozzo, Ms. Cutts, Ms. Bopp and Mr. Irish voting no.
A motion was made by Mr. Irish and seconded by Ms. Bopp to amend the first motion to tentatively approve the Fire Department budget of $1,797,770 to include one FTE to be added in January and one in July.
Mr. Irish said he would rather go into the public hearing high and cut if necessary.  Mr. Prozzo thinks it’s a good compromise and supports the motion. 
Amended Motion carried 7-1 with Mayor Pope opposed.


Airport

Mr. Santagate said in 2005, the budget was $66,604 and in 2006 the proposed budget is $101,324 which is an increase of $34,000.  Of that, $33,500 is for gasoline and that will come back in as income. 
A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to tentatively approve the Airport Budget for $101,324.

Chief Chase said the airport is growing.  There will be 3 private hangars built.  We are in the process of building a 6-unit municipal hangar.  It’s going to be a popular place.  There are no employees in this budget.  

Motion carried 8-0.
At 9:02 a break was called.  After the break, Mr. Irish did not return.

Police

Mr. Santagate said in 2005, we budgeted $1,876,950 and in 2006, we are proposing $1,923,039, an increase of about $46,000 or 2.5%.  The three areas that make up the increase are Part Time salaries of $27,000, Health Insurance of $44,000 and Gasoline of $17,000 for an increase of $88,000.  The increase is offset by Regular Pay which decreased by $51,000.  Some of that is made up in Part Time salary increases and part of that is transferred to the 911 Dispatch area.
Police Chief Alex Scott said the Deputy Chief retired and that position will not be filled and some of the savings have been transferred to a patrol position giving him a part-time Accreditation Coordinator.  The Secretary position has been eliminated and the money has been moved to the 911 budget for a Communications Specialist/Records Manager.  In the 2003-2005 timeframe, the federal grant that funded the SRO (School Resource Officer) ran out.  As part of the original agreement, the school agreed to pay half of that officer’s salary and benefits and the Police Department agreed to pay the other half.  In 2004, the money that comes from the school to pay for that position is used to pay for the other part-time position which is the part-time Prosecutor.    
Ms. Bopp questioned the Drug Investigations line item.  Chief Scott said the extra $3,000 from the 2005 budget was the school resource money that was encumbered back into that line item.  
Mr. Prozzo asked if there will be any new people.  Mr. Santagate said a person has been budgeted to start in July.  Mr. Prozzo stated if a person starts in July and with 3-4 months of training, it would be close to the end of the year before they are on the job.  He asked how much it would cost to start the person in March so that they could get trained and be back here in July.  Ms. Walter said it would be $18,978 for 3 more months.
A motion was made by Mr. Austin and seconded by Mr. Neilsen to tentatively approve the Police Department budget for $1,923,039.

Mr. Prozzo said he is looking for a compromise by starting a new person in March.  He hopes the Council will reconsider and add $18,978 to this motion.  

A motion was made by Mr. Austin and seconded by Mr. Neilsen to amend the motion to add $18,978 for a total of $1,942,017.

Motion as amended carried 7-0.

Communications 911

Mr. Santagate said in 2005 the budget was $275,720 and in 2006 the Manager’s Proposal is $345,244 which is an increase of $69,524 or 25%.  That is offset from revenue coming from the Police Department.
Chief Scott stated to make the changes to the 911 center for the betterment of the center and the Police Department, he had to eliminate his secretary’s position.  

A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Ms. Bopp to tentatively approve the Communications 911 budget for $345,244.
Motion carried 7-0.

Social Services

Mr. Santagate said the budget for 2005 was $30,000.  He thought that worked so well that this year we have included $30,000 for Social Services and $30,000 for Community Service Agencies.  The Council will decide how the process works for these two programs.

A motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to tentatively approve the Social Services budget for $30,000 and the Community Service Agencies budget for $30,000.

Mr. Austin volunteered to be on the committee.

Ms. Bopp said she would tentatively approve this, but she would be willing to bring it back down to $30,000 this year and go with the $60,000 next year, if needed.  Mr. Neilsen agrees that is an option, but he would like to see it stay in place.

Mr. Prozzo will tentatively approve this and then see where we are at end of process.

Motion carried 7-0
CITY MANAGER REPORT

Mr. Santagate said the New Hampshire Preservation Alliance Achievement Award was presented to the Claremont Development Authority for the Farwell Block.  He congratulated them and the Economic Development Authority.

FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS AND DIRECTIVES

Mayor Pope mentioned we should consider Council tours for the two new Councilors and other Councilors who haven’t seen all of the City departments.
COMMITTEE REPORTS

At 10:27 p.m., a motion was made by Mr. Prozzo and seconded by Mr. Austin to move into the non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 II(a), and to include the two new Councilors, the City Manager and Mary Walter.

Roll Call Vote:  Motion carried 7-0.
NON-PUBLIC PUBLIC WORKS CONTRACT UNDER RSA 91-A:3 II(a)

The Non-Public meeting opened immediately after recessing the regular Council meeting.

A presentation was made by Mary Walter and Guy Santagate regarding the negotiated contract between the Department of Public Works and the City of Claremont.  

The City Council discussed the contract and asked questions.

After discussion was completed, the Council voted to return to the public part of the meeting for the purpose of holding an approval or rejection vote to approve the contract.

At 10:40 p.m., the motion was made to return to public session was made by Councilor Prozzo, and was seconded by Councilor Austin.  The motion passed 8-0 by roll call vote.

The Claremont City Council returned to public session for the purpose of holding a vote to approve or deny the negotiated contract between the Department of Public Works and the City of Claremont.
